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The ability to easily deploy and reconfigure Homeland Security systems can be achieved by the use of standard subsea interconnection hardware in use by the commercial offshore Oil & Gas industry.  As an example, subsea mateable connectors allow for the interconnection and branching of electrical and optical based systems.  The ability to deploy in segments, reconfigure systems and perform operation & maintenance programs is a primary benefit of utilizing this hardware.  A review of available hardware and applications is discussed as well as future hardware under development.
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
